MINUTES

JANUARY 25, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Helmick, Supervisor Stephen Pancoe, Supervisor Robert Conley and Supervisor Brandt Cook.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Chief John Snyder, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda, Engineer Ryan Rhoades and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Mike Wolfe, Memorial Day Parade   Mr. Wolfe discussed the Parade to be held on May 30 in Newberrytown.  Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to authorize the execution of the parade permit application.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
MINUTES

Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to approve the Minutes from the December 28, 2010 Board of Supervisors Meeting and the January 3, 2011 Reorganization Meeting.  Vote on Motion. 5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
REPORTS

Supervisors’ Report:   Supervisor Pancoe inquired about the Police Contract Negotiations.  Vice-Chairman Helmick stated that they were diligently working to conclude the matter.  Supervisor Pancoe stated that he was in favor or a two-year contract and not supportive of a three-year contract.
Engineer’s Report:   Ryan provided a written report.  He stated that the Planning Commission would be holding a Public Meeting at their February meeting to discuss the Rezoning changes.  Ryan indicated that Phase I of the Lexington Estates Park would cost $200,000.00 and an additional $700,000.00 would be needed to complete the Park.  Discussion then ensued with regards to the Township taking over Mall Road.  Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to approve paying up to $5,000.00 for surveying of the road.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Pancoe asked Rod if there was anything in place to stop this issue from happening at Newberry Pointe.  Rod indicated that there was not and we should also put something in place with regards to sidewalks.  Chairman Hughes instructed staff to research these issues and report back to the Board. 
 Chief of Police’s Report:   Chief Snyder provided a written report and discussed the Department’s Reaccreditation.  
Fire Commissioner’s Report:  Mr. Sanders provided a written report. Discussion ensued with regards to the trench collapse and ways to improve communicate in the future.
EMS Report:  No one was available.
Road Foreman’s Report:   Randy provided a written report.  Chairman Hughes instructed Don to look into liability issues with regards to the cage the Road Crew uses when tree trimming.
Manager’s Report:   Don provided a written report.
Solicitor’s Report:   Ms. Driscoll provided a written report.  Discussion ensued with regards to outstanding invoices.  Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Pancoe, to pursue Alvin Fisher’s outstanding debt to the full extent of the law.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  1 Nay from Supervisor Conley.  Motion carried.

Discussion of Zoning Hearing Board Solicitor   Supervisor Pancoe requested the item be moved to the Executive Session.
Request of James Gibson, Lexington Estates   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to forgive the $685.11 in clean and green taxes due for the 20 acres he dedicated to the Township for a Park and to send a letter to the Northeastern School District and York County asking them to forgive the taxes due them for the property as well.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Adopt Resolution 2011-09 (Destroy Records)  Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to adopt Resolution 2011-09 (destroying Township Records.) Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of N. Reeser Drive & Crestview Court   It was explained to the Board that these streets are not being maintained and the developer has gone bankrupt.  Since the bond for this development was mistakenly released in 2005 the township is left to complete the work and adopt the streets.  Ryan stated that 150 – 200’ of guide rail and break-away signs were needed to complete the work on the roads.  By consensus, the Board agreed to have a Resolution drawn up to adopt the road.
Release of Senior Center Donation   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to release the 2011 donation of $16,500.00 to the Red Land Senior Center.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Payment & Change order Request/Conewago Heights   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to approve the payment and change order.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
