BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MINUTES

FEBRUARY 22, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Helmick and Supervisor Brandt Cook.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Chief John Snyder, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda, Road Foreman Randy Eichelberger and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll.  Absent were Supervisor Stephen Pancoe and Supervisor Robert Conley.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Margaret Driscoll, Solicitor, addressed the public’s concern about the proposed Strip Club on Robin Hood Drive.  She stated that there are Zoning Violations with the property and they have been addressed.  She indicated that there was also issues with the current use and the signs were placed without a permit.  Chairman Hughes stated that the Township must go through the legal process in addressing this issue.
Zula Knudsen, 2640 Old Trail Road   Ms. Knudsen asked the Board what took them so long to close the Massage Parlor on Robin Hood Drive; that only the sign had changed.  She questioned why the Township could not take down the signs placed if they were illegal.  Chairman Hughes stated that the Township must go through the legal process to have them removed.  

Virginia Wilt, 195 Pleasant Hill Road   Ms. Wilt questioned how the public would know if a hearing was to take place with regards to the proposed strip club.  Chairman Hughes stated that it would be in the newspaper and on the website.

Steve Baumgardner, Parks and Recreation Board   Steve stated that there are 3 openings on the Parks and Recreation Board and asked if anyone was interested in serving on the Board to complete a volunteer application.  He then asked the Supervisors if Don could attend their meetings.  Chairman Hughes stated that they had no problem with it if the meetings were productive.  Chairman Hughes stated that he would attend the next meeting to determine Don’s need to attend or not.  Steve requested that one of the Board’s members be allowed to report to the Supervisors each month.  Chairman Hughes stated they would be added to the Agenda for the first meeting of each month.

Sherilyn Kanyuck, 925 Pleasant Drive  Ms. Kanyuck commented that the motorcycle is driving down her road again.  She stated that the Board doesn’t care about her problem.  Chairman Hughes stated that the Board has gone to great lengths to correct any issues there may have been.

Fire Commissioner’s Report:  Mr. Sander’s provided a written report.  Mr. Sander's presented the Board with box alarm changes for Station 28, and asked Board to authorize these changes.  Chairman Hughes signed the letter to county control authorizing the changes.

Approve Newberry Township Fire Company’s Activity List   Don explained that the approval was necessary for Worker’s Compensation Insurance.  Motion made by Supervisor Cook, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to approve the Activity List for the Newberry Township Fire Company. Motion rescinded.  Vice-Chairman Helmick questioned approving the list without receiving the financial information the Board had requested from the Fire Department.  Bob Solomon, Newberry Township Fire Department, stated that he had provided some financial information to the Board.  Vice-Chairman Helmick stated that the Board was looking for certified financials.  Ms. Driscoll recommended a workshop be held to discuss the financial situation of the Fire Department.  Motion made by Supervisor Cook, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to approve the Activity List.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.  .
2011 York County Agriculture Land Preservation Board Conservation Easement Application.   The Board agreed, by consensus, to authorize Don to prepare and send a letter supporting the Easement Requests. Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Farming Lexington Estates Park   Ms. Driscoll stated that for the land to remain tax exempt, it must be public property used for public use.  The Board agreed, by consensus, to have Ms. Driscoll look into the ramifications of leasing out the land with regards to tax exemption.

Discussion ensued with regards to the bill for the Launcher used by the Road Crew.  The Board directed Randy to look into something more economical.  Supervisor Conley questioned the check written to Dolan Oil.  Randy stated it was for maintenance on the damaged boiler. Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
