Supervisors’ Report:   Supervisor Cook stated that the Police Contract was ready for approval.  Chairman Hughes stated that they would review and discuss the contract at the Executive Session.  Supervisor Conley indicated that he would like to suggest that Adam Dawes, a youth in the Township, receive a plaque at the Police Awards Ceremony for his work in feeding the homeless.  Chairman Hughes commented that the Walmart’s proposed opening date is May 2nd.  
EMS Report:   Ms. Altland submitted a written report which stated that their Membership Drive is in jeopardy due to healthcare reform changes taking place with Medicare.  Due to the changes, membership would no longer cover any uninsured costs incurred by members who use their services.  Supervisor Conley asked Ms. Altland about the finances of the EMS.  Discussion ensued with regards to EMS and the Fire Department’s funds.  Supervisor Conley thanked Ms. Altland for her commitment in providing this service to the Township residents.
Road Foreman’s Report:   Don provided a written report in Randy’s absence.  He stated that Brian Ebert has been in charge in Randy’s absence and things are running well.  Don reported that 1/3 of the budget for winter salt supplies have been used at this time.  Chairman Hughes commented on the need for a written agreement from the insurance company with regards to their insuring the apparatus the Road Crew uses when trimming trees.
