MINUTES

MARCH 22, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Helmick, Supervisor Stephen Pancoe, Supervisor Robert Conley and Supervisor Brandt Cook.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Chief John Snyder, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda, Road Foreman Randy Eichelberger and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Justin Sierer, Newberry Pointe Wal-Mart Manager   Mr. Sierer stated that the proposed Grand Opening is scheduled for May 18th.  
Dennis Beck, Lewisberry Fire Department   Mr. Beck submitted a copy of the lease agreement between the Fire Company and Lewisberry Borough and financial information to the Board.

Donna Koger, Ladies Auxiliary LFD   Ms. Koger discussed fundraiser scheduling and hall rental.

Sherilyn Kanyuck, 925 Pleasant Drive   Ms. Kanyuck was still looking for a Variance to not allow motorcycles on a public road in front of her house.  Chairman Hughes stated that there is no such Variance available.

Supervisors’ Report:   Don stated that a meeting was scheduled on April 6th at 28 E. Market Street, York with regards to the poll at St. Paul’s United Methodist Church being moved to the NTFD on York Haven Road.
Engineer’s Report:   Ryan provided a written report.  He is to provide the Board with a fresh copy of the Storm Water Ordinance for their review. Discussion ensued with regards to taking over Mall Road and right of ways.
Chief of Police’s Report:   The Chief provided a written report.  The Chief stated that they can now use the wireless connection at the weigh stations on I83 which will provide for greater truck safety.  Supervisor Pancoe asked the Chief who washes the Department’s vehicles.  The Chief stated that they had an account with a car wash business off Fishing Creek and, at times, the Officers wash and detail the vehicles themselves.
Fire Commissioner’s Report:   Mr. Sander’s provided a written report. He requested signatures for box alarm assignments.  Mr. Sander’s stated that NTFD had purchased memberships at Valley Green Golf Course for its active members, in lieu of hosting a banquet for them, at the cost of $2,450.00.  Supervisor Conley asked if they could keep a ledger showing how many members use the golf course through the membership.

Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to solicit bids for the Park Mowing after Don checks with the Teamsters to see if this is in violation of the existing contract.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.

Authorize Advertisement of 2011 Materials Bid.   Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to authorize advertisement of the 2011 Materials Bid. Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Emergency Management Coordinator Vacancy   Brad Wright resigned from his position as EMC.  Discussion ensued with regards to a replacement prior to the TMI drill scheduled for April 12th   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to appoint Greg Starner as the  EMC.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Cancellation of April 12th BOS Meeting & Reschedule Rezoning Hearing   The Board agreed, by consensus, to cancel the BOS Meeting scheduled for April 12th.  The Rezoning Hearing was rescheduled for April 26th at 5:30 P.M.
Authorize Execution of Police CBA   Motion made by Supervisor Cook, seconded by Vice-Chairman Helmick to authorize the Execution of the Police CBA.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
