BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MINUTES

MARCH 8, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Hemlock and Supervisor Stephen Pascoe.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Chief John Snyder, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda, Road Foreman Randy Eichelberger and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll. Absent were Supervisor Robert Conley and Supervisor Brandt Cook.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Keith Williams, NEYSA Football   Mr. Williams thanked the Board for the use of the fields at Shelley Park.  He presented the Board with a plaque and stated that NEYSA was reseeding the field at their expense.

Sherilyn Kanyuck, 925 Pleasant Drive   Ms. Kanyuck stated that she feels the motorcycle driving up her road caused her horse to run through her fence.  She indicated that she would like a “variance” to not allow motorcycles to drive on her public road.  Discussion ensued with regards to various ways to legally find out if the motorcyclist has committed any crimes.

Luther Snelbaker, 55 Highland Avenue   Mr. Snelbaker complained about how the Township trimmed the trees on his property.  
Dennis Beck, Lewisberry Fire Department   Mr. Beck stated that things were beginning to look up for the Department as they get their finances in order.

REPORTS

Supervisors’ Report: Chairman Hughes stated that the Rite Aid Grand Opening is scheduled for Thursday, March 10th at 10 A.M.
EMS Report:   Ms. Altland submitted a written report.  Supervisor Pancoe questioned why the financials have not been received from the NTFD.  Ms. Altland indicated that she was not in a position to answer that question.
Road Foreman’s Report:   Randy provided a written report.  He stated that the Launcher had been returned as the price had gone up significantly.  Dave Baker has attended mandatory flagger training.  He can now train the other highway employees.  Randy asked the Board if they would like to adopt a sidewalk ordinance in the future requiring snow removal.  He also commented that Lewisberry Borough had contacted him asking if they could sweep the Borough’s streets.  Supervisor Pancoe stated that road crew work does not come cheap in the private sector.  Randy stated it does not; that is why the Borough was looking to them to sweep the streets.  Vice-Chairman Helmick stated that since the insurance company would not insure the cage used to trim trees; they should not trim trees any longer.  Chairman Hughes directed Randy to make a punch list of the roads needing fixed.  Supervisor Pancoe stated that there is $322,000 in the highway reserve fund if roads need to be added to the existing list.  
Recreation Board:  Steve Baumgardner thanked Chairman Hughes for attending their meeting and giving them some fresh ideas.  He stated that the Easter Egg Hunt was scheduled for April 16th at 2:00 P.M. 

Manager’s Report:  Don provided a written report.  Supervisor Pancoe commented on the cash account information given which showed a $2.1 Million ending total.  He requested that the document be made part of the public record.  He stated that the budget was in good shape after all the reductions made at the Budget Meetings in late 2010.  Supervisor Pancoe asked that the minutes of October 26, and November 9, 2010 be part of the record.
Solicitor’s Report:  Ms. Driscoll provided a written report.

Appoint Teamster Contract Negotiations Representative   The Board agreed by consensus to table the appointment until the next meeting.
Discussion of DCED Study   Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Pancoe, to send a "Letter of Intent" to DCED to request a work load analysis.  Vote on Motion.  3 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Bidding out Park Mowing   Don presented draft bid documents and a quote from Brickman for $15,990.00 to mow the parks.  Supervisor Pancoe questioned why the cost of young people mowing during the summer at $10.00 an hour was eliminated and now they're considering paying someone such a high amount to mow.  Vice-Chairman Helmick questioned why we would pay Union members to do it when we could lay off a Highway Employee and save $50,000.00 to $60.000 a year.  Discussion ensued with regards to keeping the Highway Department productive.  Supervisor Pancoe stated that with $2.1 Million in the bank, he didn’t see why there was such a worry about money.  Chairman Hughes indicated that until the Police Contract is settled, there was unrest about the amount of monies available in the future.  Discussion ensued with regards to purchasing a Bucket Truck for trimming.  Randy stated that Truck #4 is going to need replaced in the near future.
