BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MINUTES

AUGUST 23, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Helmick, Supervisor Stephen Pancoe, Supervisor Robert Conley and Supervisor Brandt Cook.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Chief John Snyder, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda, Road Foreman Randy Eichelberger, Engineer Ryan Rhoades and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Luther Snelbaker, 55 Highland Avenue   Mr. Snelbaker asked the Board if he could pay $50.00 a month on the $1,200.00 he owes for zoning violations.  The Board agreed to discuss the issue during the Executive Session.  Mr. Snelbaker also presented pictures of stormwater runoff at his property.

Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Vice-Chairman Helmick, to approve the Minutes from the July 26, 2011 Board of Supervisors Meeting.  Vote on the Motion. 5 Ayes. Motion carried.
REPORTS

Supervisors’ Report:   Vice-Chairman Helmick commented on the need to change the traffic signal at the intersection of Pines Road and I83.  The Board directed Ryan to submit the cost of making the changes to the traffic signal at the next meeting.  Supervisor Conley requested that Don move the Supervisor’s Report to the end of the Report list.  The Board agreed by consensus to move their reports to the end.
Road Foreman:   Randy submitted a written report.  Discussion ensued with requesting the Water Companies to pave the entire road after making a road cut.  Ryan stated that the Road Cut Ordinance would need to be changed in order to require this.  The Board directed Ryan to revise the Road Cut Ordinance and bring a draft to the next meeting.
Chief of Police:   Chief Snyder submitted a written report.
Solicitor:   Attorney Driscoll submitted a written report.  She requested an Executive Session to discuss litigation.  She discussed the Airport Zoning Hazard Ordinance and the need to adopt it.
Engineer’s Report:  Ryan provided a written report.  He gave the Board the revised Stormwater Ordinance for their review.
Manager’s Report:  Don provided a written report.  
Fire Commissioner’s Report:   Mr. Sanders submitted a written report.  
EMS:   Ms. Altland provided a written report.   Discussion ensued with regards to a bid going out for companies to take over the ALS portion of the EMS.  Ms. Altland currently oversees the ALS which falls under the authority of the NTFD.  She was to have a contract with NTFD to receive 40% of collections from amount billed for ALS services and has never received those monies.  Gary Hatterer, NTFD, stated that the Fire Department is looking at options for ways to save money.
Recreation Board:   None
OLD BUSINESS

Shelley Park Project   Don reviewed revised project costs.  The revised project would include the improvements on the York Haven portion and a well with a holding tank for gray water for the concession in the Newberry portion.  This proposed cost would be $501,000 which comes $30,000.00 under budget; this would eliminate the placing of public toilets on the Newberry Township side.  Susan Nissel, 220 Long Lane, stated that the Recreation Board does very little for the Township residents in general.  She believes they only seem to care about the Shelley Park Project. She stated that the Board should bring them under control for their reckless spending or eliminate the board.  Chairman Hughes stated that the Recreation Board is merely an advisory board made up of volunteers that make recommendation to the Board.  Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to make the improvements, using the concrete holding tank at a cost of $501,000.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes, 1 Naye from Chairman Hughes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Refuse Contract   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to have Don advertise the refuse contract for bid.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried. 

NEW BUSINESS

Approval of Hiring NTMA Employee   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to approve the hiring of Alan Enders.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion of Zoning Changes   Discussion ensued with regards to the use of intense farming in the Agriculture Zone.  Ryan stated that they would need 50 acres and must meet certain criteria prior to the allowance of the intense farming use.  The Board agreed, by consensus, to have a Town Hall meeting on September 27th from 5:30 to 7:30 P.M. to discuss the Zoning Changes and the Airport Zoning Hazard Ordinance.
Discussion of Stormwater Ordinance   The Board is to review the draft of the Stormwater Ordinance Ryan gave them and bring any comments to the next meeting.
York County Sheriff’s Office MOU   Motion made by Supervisor Pancoe, seconded by  Supervisor Cook,  to approve the MOU allowing the township to participate in the program to use County prisoners to help with work.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Trick or Treat Night   Motion made by Supervisor Conley, seconded by Supervisor Pancoe, to set Trick or Treat Night for Thursday, October 27th from 6:00 – 8:00 P.M.  Vote on Motion.  5 Ayes.  Motion carried.
