MINUTES
October 11, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The Newberry Township Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting at the Township Municipal Building, 1915 Old Trail Road, Etters, PA.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Carl Hughes at 6:00 P.M.  Chairman Hughes proceeded with the pledge to the flag and the Lord’s Prayer.  Present at the meeting were Vice-Chairman Ernest Helmick, Supervisor Robert Conley and Supervisor Brandt Cook.  Also present, Manager Don Keener, Codes & Zoning Officer Rod Borda. Road Foreman Randy Eichelberger, Chief John Snyder and Solicitor Margaret Driscoll.  Absent was Supervisor Stephen Pancoe.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Zula Knudson, 2640 Old Trail Road   Ms. Knudson had questions with regards to audits for the Recreation Board and the Senior Center, septic system pumping, firewalls for townhomes and Ordinances for slum lords.
Chairman Hughes recognized Boy Scouts Pack 598 and thanked them for attending.

Motion made by Supervisor Cook, seconded by Vice-Chairman Helmick to approve the Minutes from the September 27, 2011 Board of Supervisors Meeting.  Vote on the Motion. 4 Ayes. Motion carried.
REPORTS

Road Foreman’s Report:   Randy provided a written report.  
EMS Report:   Bob Solomon, Vice-President of Newberry Township Fire Department stated that Kelly Altland had resigned and they have contracted with Memorial Hospital to cover the EMS due to inadequate staff.
Manager’s Report:   Don provided a written report.  
Solicitor’s Report:   Ms. Driscoll provided a written report and stated that she had received the executed deeds for Mall Road.  Chairman Hughes directed Randy to repair the pot holes on Mall Road.
Fire Commissioner:   Fred stated that the Chiefs are recommending dividing the Fireman’s Relief as follows:  Fifty-percent for Newberry Township Fire Department and twenty-five percent for both Goldsboro and York Haven Fire Departments.  They also agreed to assign the two boxes that previously belonged to Lewisberry Fire Department to Newberry Fire Department.  Dennis Beck, Lewisberry Fire Department inquired if Lewisberry could keep the two boxes until further notice.  Discussion ensued with regards to Lewisberry Fire Department currently being inactive.  Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to assign box 29-2 and 29-3 to Newberry Township Fire Department.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Supervisors’ Report:   Vice-Chairman Helmick commended the residents for their recycling efforts and Karen Hawkins for filing the appropriate paperwork to obtain a $20,358.00 Recycling Grant.   Supervisor Cook directed the Board to make a motion on the increase that would be charged to Lewisberry, Goldsboro and York Haven Boroughs with regards to Police coverage.  Motion made by Supervisor Cook, seconded by Vice-Chairman Helmick, to increase the fee by five-percent.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Discussion of the Woods Zoning Text Amendment   Ms. Driscoll stated that she had removed Section 512.6, Schedule of Required Parking Spaces, Residential Uses, Dwelling/Multi-Family from the Zoning Ordinance to address Mr. McNaughton’s plan.  Francis McNaughton, The Woods, asked the Board if they would therefore approve his tabled Conditional Use. The Board agreed, by consensus, to wait until the next meeting when Engineer Ryan Rhoades would be present.

Adopt Resolution 2011-18   Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to adopt Resolution 2011-18 appointing Greenawalt and Company to perform the 2011 Township Audit.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Adopt Resolution 2011-19   Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to adopt Resolution 2011-19, adopting Crestview Court and North Reeser Drive.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Parks and Recreation Board   Mikki Clark, New-View Community Partners, discussed the community events held by New-View.  The Board agreed, by consensus, to have the Township work with New-View on Community Events and provide funds as the Manager sees fit.  Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Conley, to suspend the Parks and Recreation Board until further notice and place the administrative functions of the Parks and Recreation Board into the hands of Township staff.  Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Budget Workshops   The Board agreed, by consensus, to schedule the first Workshop for October 25, 2011 at 5:30 P.M.

Motion made by Vice-Chairman Helmick, seconded by Supervisor Cook, to approve check numbers 51624-51650, 15690, 14219-14222, 11973 & 11974, 2472-2474. Vote on Motion.  4 Ayes.  Motion carried.
